They can attend school without being bullied, their parents do not 
have to feel ashamed anymore, and they can become part of the 
community again after being abandoned and isolated. Together we 
made it happen, but we could never have done it without your 
support.

1. Adiva Assyfatu Arsyila (Elementary school grade 1)

Adiva will move on next semester to elementary grade 2nd. The teacher said she was 
critical in answering the questions; her exam result was excellent. She is improving in all 
subjects and is good at socializing.         



2. I Made Agus Satria Dharma (Elementary school grade 2) 

Agus passed to grade 3rd elementary school. He is eager to learn and is highly curious. 

Math is his favourite subject; he loves drawing and can colour it neatly. Aguscan 

communicate in sign language very well, but still needs more speech therapy practice. 



3. I Putu Nico Raditya (Elementary school grade 2)

Niko passed to grade 3rd elementary school. Niko joined the computer class, 

starting to learn the skills for Microsoft Word. He knows how to operate the 

computer and type a story with a teacher's assistance. His selfconfidence has 

improved and is better than before. 



Wira passed to grade 4th elementary school. The teacher has noted that he needs to 

practice reading and writing. Wira is good in making a photo frame; he can explore old 

paper boxes and straws as a handicraft. He collected the material step-by-step and 

expressed his idea to create a nice photo frame.

5. I Gede Oka Arya Lasmana (Elementary school grade 4) 

Oka loves art and sports, and he can follow the subjects well. He made a photo frame from 

old newspapers and expressed his idea of making the shape and using nice colours. Oka 

passed to grade 5th elementary school.



6. Ni Komang Wrinda Dewi (Elementary school grade 3) 

Wrinda needs to practice reading and counting more. Speech therapy with the parents 

at home will be very helpful. Wrinda passed to elementary grade 4th. Wrinda joined 

the drawing class and is able to follow the teacher's instructions.      



7. Ni Putu Jesica Pramana Devi (Elementary school grade 3)

Jessica needs more practice in reading, counting, and articulation. She joined a 

modelling class, which is suitable for building her selfconfidence. In the following 

semester, she will be going to the 2nd grade of junior high school.



8. Ni Ketut Diah Damayanti (Elementary school grade 4)

Art is her favourite lesson, and she is eager to learn something new. Diah is also good at 

drawing and colouring. She is able to follow the lesson from the teacher very well. Diah 

doesn't like cooking class, but she is good at sports. She will be going to the 5th grade 
elementary school. 



9. Ni Kadek Febriani Valentina (Elementary school grade 5)

Febri actively communicates with sign language and talks about her activities and 

experiences in sign language. She is a disciplined and diligent student. Her articulation has 

improved, but she needs more practice and speech therapy. Febri loves modeling class. She 

will be going to the 6th grade elementary school. 



10. Ni Kadek Widnyani (Elementary school grade 5)

Widnyani loves art and painting. She is selfconfident and responsible for her tasks. She 

did a good job making a poster about the environment. She also joined a cooking class 

to learn how to make "Crispy Chicken." Widnyani loves to tell her story in sign 

language. Next semester, she will be a student in grade 6th elementary school



11. I Kadek Perdiawan (Elementary school grade 6)

Perdi's learning ability has increased step by step. His sign language and articulation 

are good, but he still needs guidance in writing, reading, and counting. Perdi has 

joined painting and computer class. He loves sports, especially soccer and badminton. 

He graduated from elementary school to junior high school.



12. I Gusti Agus Ari Widnyana (Elementary school grade 6)

Agus graduated from elementary school to Junior high school. He needs more 

concentration and assistance during class but is eager to learn. The articulation is clear 

enough, and the sign language is very good. 13. I Putu Juniarta (Junior high school grade 1)

Juni, while showing proficiency in sign language, needs to focus on improving his  

articulation. His academic performance in English requires attention. However, he is set 

to progress to the 2nd grade of junior high school in the following semester.



14. I Putu Agus Suriyawan (Junior high school grade 1)

Agus passed this semester to grade 2nd with good results; he has to keep his spirit in 

the coming school years. He joined music class, and he played Angklung very well. His sign 

language has improved, but articulation still needs more practice. 



15. I Wayan Kurniawan (Junior high school grade 2)

Kurniawan passed to grade 3rd junior high school. He had a group project to make a 

"Bokor," an offering basket made from old newspapers. He can lead the discussion,  an a  

creative and flexible way. 



16. Ni Wayan Sukerini (Junior high school grade 2)

Neni needs to improve in some subjects, especially Math and English. She can 

communicate well in sign language, even though her articulation is unclear. Next semester, 

she will be a student in grade 3rd junior high school.



17. Pande Gede Widyanandha Mahendra (Junior high school grade 2)

Generally, all the subjects are good. As usual, Nandha is very good at Math. He joined 

the dancing class and is often chosen to perform on behalf of the Sushrusa School. He 

made a nice poster to celebrate Women's Emancipation Day, "Hari Kartini," a female 

national hero of Indonesia. However his parents, decided him to move to other school.



18. Ni Wayan Ponika Sari (Junior high school grade 2)

Ponika is highly confident, has good manners, and is responsible. Her articulation is clear, 

and she communicates well with friends and the teacher. She joins a dancing class; she 

loves to dance Balinese dance. She passed to grade 3rd junior high school.



19. Kadek Pande Dwi Ardana (Junior high school grade 1)

Pande is getting happy with the new school atmosphere at Sushrusa School. He had 

a group project to make a poster about " Stop Bullying". Next semester, she will be 

a student in grade 2nd junior high school.



20. I Wayan Sumiarta (Junior high school grade 3)

This is his last year at junior high school, and he has passed to be a new senior high school 

student. Sumiarta is very active at school; he participates in extracurricular activities like 

dancing, pantomime and modelling. Good communication with friends and teachers. After 

school, he goes to a print shop to do a part-time job.

Agrotourism" in Tabanan; they had 

outbound activities and jungle adventures 
to learn more about nature.

Due to family circumstances, Justin had to move to another place 
and is not possible to continue his studies at Sushrusa School. His 

parents divorced and the mother remarried. The new husband does 
not accept Justin, he is living now with his uncle. He is from a low-
income family, and we still support him with shopping for clothes, 

bags, and stationery. We guided him to the optic because his 
glasses were broken and he needed a new one. We keep 

monitoring this situation, and if any solutions available we wont 
hesitate to take action. During the weekend he comes to Kolewa for 
speech therapy and sign-language, therefore he travels with a Go-

Jek (paid motor-taxi). 



Ni Komang Dheandita Darma Putri 

Dea is our new candidate for our school project from Klungkung. 
She joined our speech therapy and sign language class in 
Karangasem last year. She was going to a regular kindergarten in 
their village. We saw that her progress and eagerness to learn 
were good. However, the parents were worried about their child's 
future and afraid that their child will not be able to follow the 
lessons in regular school. We introduced her to Sushrusa school, 
and the teacher said she could try to start from grade 1st 
elementary school in this new school year.



Thanks to your donation, twenty one children got the chance to attend special education. 
We do hope you will continue to support us in this program. All the children are eager to 
learn and make their dream of a better future possible. Together we make it happen! We will 
get back to you in six months for a new update.
